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Being inspired by God through prayer, fasting and obedience to his call, our 
Pastor Wayne Morris Brooks Sr. obeyed God and started this great work. In 
January of1998, Pastor and First Lady Brooks stepped out on faith and 
Deliverance Tabernacle COGIC was established.  It was with God’s grace and 
goodness that God allowed the doors to open up at Kennedy High School in 
Silver Spring Maryland. Starting with the Brooks family of 6, the first service was 
held on January 15 1998. The spirit of the Lord was upon this service leading 
four souls to be saved.  
 
God speedily began blessing Deliverance Tabernacle and sent souls to join the 
church.  Bible study was established the night of January 15 and in one month’s 
time, On February 11, 1998, First Lady Brooks being led of God started Young 
Women’s Christian Counseling (YWCC). By April in that same year, 1998, God 
added our first family to the church. Before the end of that same year, 10 others 
joined. In September at New Bethel COGIC, our Presiding Bishop installed our 
church into the Washington DC Jurisdiction.  
 
In 1999, the church had its first anniversary celebration, when our own presiding 
Bishop Sherman Scott Howard delivered the preached word of God in dynamic 
magnitude.  New ministries were born this year.  The women’s choir, the 
sunshine band, the usher board, hospitality, purity, YWCC and the brotherhood.  
Pastor ventured out on many engagements. Our first lady was recognized as one 
of four first ladies with the YPWW women of the year award. 
 
Moving over to the year 2000, the attendance grew rapidly. Some saints were 
receiving military orders and others were joining our ministry. We soon moved 
our services to Colonel E. Brooke Middle School. In 2001, we relocated to Kemp 
Mill elementary School where we are currently located. Since this ministry was 
established God has added to this ministry exactly who is needed to carry out the 
work. 
 
If it was not for the vision of this church and love extended and expressed 
through our spiritual leaders we could not share what God has poured out to 
each member here. Our prayer is that you continue to grow in Christ, magnify 
and uplift his Holy name and spread Love throughout this nation.
